The classical Zeigarnik effect (superior recall of interrupted tasks) is among the
least stable results in twentieth-century psychology: a recent quantitative meta-
analysis by Ghibellini & Meier (2025) across 37 studies reports a pooled effect of
d, = 0.15 with an interrupted-to-completed recall ratio of 0.99, concluding verbatim
that the classical memory effect “lacks universal validity." This paper takes that
fragility as a starting point for formalization. The adjacent and substantially better-
replicated Ovsiankina effect (the tendency to resume an interrupted action), together
with the Masicampo and Baumeister findings on discharge through plan-making,
forms the empirical anchor of the constructive part of the paper.
